The Measles Initiative emphasizes
mass vaccination campaigns, the
process of vaccinating all children
in a defined age range in a short
period of time, as the best strategy
to ensure nationwide coverage.
Measles remains a heavy public
health burden in developing coun-
tries where parents do not have ac-
cess to immunization services that
could protect their children from the
disease. Factors such as poverty,
poor health systems and a lack of
information make it difficult for
families to secure preventative
medical care.

Campaigns are usually countrywide
but may take place in multiple
phases. On average, Measles Initia-
tive campaigns successfully reach
more than 90 percent of the children
targeted. The Ministry of Health
within each country is responsible
for planning and conducting the
campaign with technical and finan-
