       D. Read them every morning 

and every evening. 

    E. Experience the goals in ad-

vanced reality. Expect to meet your 

goals by using your vivid imagina-

tion.

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Leakey Lions Club Members Pick-Up Litter on Two Miles Stretch of 

US Hwy 83 North of Leakey

The weather cooperated nicely on Saturday, October 

22nd as nine members of the Leakey Lions Club assem-

bled promptly at 8:00 a.m. north of the long bridge 

over the West Prong of the Frio River to organize and 

pick-up all of the litter on a two mile stretch of US 

Hwy 83 North of Leakey. Although it was unseasona-

bly warm, there was a very extensive and generous 

cloud cover for all of the two hours that it took to pick 

up and bag all of the trash on the sides of the road! The 

Leakey Lions Club adopted this section of highway a 

number of years ago and at least twice a year the club 

very faithfully picks up all the accumulated litter that 

has been discarded by inconsiderate motorists! 

 

Those Leakey Lions Club members who participated 

in this bi-annual effort included: Dax Hooten, Doug 

Smith, Guinn Turner, Hugh Scott, Robert Loeb, Joe 

Waligura, Jesse Guinn, Glenn Bradley, and Fred 

McNiel.
